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There is nothing better than the verses of the Holy Quran to

start our school radio with. We provide you with Quranic verses
about respect in the student’s voice........

In the name of God, the Most Gracious, the Most Merciful:
“Invite to the way of your Lord with wisdom and good
instruction, and argue with them in a way that is best. Indeed,
your Lord knows best who has strayed from His way. And He
knows best those who are guided. (125) And if you punish, then
punish with the same as you were punished with. And if you
are patient. Indeed, it is better for the patient. (126) And be
patient, and your patience is only with Allah. And do not grieve
for them, and do not be distressed by what they plot. (127)



Indeed, Allah is with those who fear Allah and those who are
doers of good. (Surat An-Nahl, Verse: 125)
